MMR - the Journey 
Twenty years ago, as demands of fam-

ily and work slowed a bit, I returned to 
model railroading. It is 18 years since I 
joined the NMRA. What a wonderful 
journey through railroad history and 
model making with friends and fellow en-
thusiasts. Wednesday night groups, Friday 
night groups, regional layout tours, operat-
ing sessions, clinics, conventions, and just 
plain “come and visit my layout.”

Whether I found myself in the Bay area, 
Florida, Michigan, Arizona, Washington, 
North Carolina, Pennsylvania, or in the 
counties adjacent to my own, NMRA 
modelers were happy to share their lay-
outs, personal experience, and knowl-
edge. Upon receiving a call, many would 
say, “But my layout is not complete; it is 
mostly plywood; I only have a small section 
powered.” Universally, they were under-
stating their personal accomplishments or 
attempting to lower my expectations.
